St. Louis County ARES

Weekly phone net script, revision 13: June 30, 2011
[Five minutes before the start of the net put the repeater back into ‘net’ mode.]
Calling the St. Louis County ARES net; Calling the St. Louis County Amateur Radio Emergency Service net.  This net meets every Wednesday at 7:30 PM local time on this repeater for the purposes of training, handling traffic and encouraging amateur participation in emergency communications. All amateur radio operators are welcome to participate. The repeater tones are usually turned off during this net, but if you are unable to activate the repeater, try using a CTCSS tone of 141.3 Hertz.

This is a directed net. All participation will be under the supervision of the Net Control operator.  I am <<YOUR NAME and PERSONAL CALL SIGN>>. I am the Net Control operator for the St. Louis County ARES net this evening, and as such I will be operating under the call sign N0ARS.


[Look on Net Controller schedule. Find out who is the Net Controller for next


week.]
Calling <<NEXT NET CONTROLLER>>. Are you available to be the backup Net Controller this evening?


[If there is no answer, go down to the next name on the list. Keep going through 


the list until you find a backup. If you have to, solicit a backup operator from


the listening operators.]
Thank you <<BACKUP NET CONTROLLER’S NAME>>. 


[Put backup Net Controller’s call sign at the top of your list of participants.]

Before we begin, I will pause for Emergency and Priority traffic. If you have emergency or priority traffic, please call now.

[Pause to see if there is any emergency or priority traffic.]

This is N0ARS, the St. Louis County Amateur Radio Emergency Service Net. If you would like more information about St. Louis County ARES, please visit our Web site at www.stlares.org. If you are monitoring this net, you can write to us and we will send you a QSL card. Details can be found on our Web site. You will need to know the current date and time as well as the frequency that we are using.
[If you have any announcements make them now.]
Here is this week’s observation from the Emergency Communicator’s Notebook.

[Read the Emergency Communicator’s Notebook comment from the Web page.]
This is N0ARS. We urge you to learn how to copy and deliver formal messages, as this is an important part of emergency communications. We call for formal traffic on this net to give you an opportunity to develop and practice your message handling skills.
I will take check-ins in just a moment. When checking in, just give me your call sign, slowly and phonetically please. If you cannot stay for the entire net, then give me your call sign and the words ‘short time’. I will acknowledge those call signs that I hear and ask for more. If I do not acknowledge your call sign, please call again. When there are no more calls I will start at the top of the list and call back each operator who did not indicate ‘short time’. 

            [Take check ins. Write down call signs, indicate those who 

            said ‘short time’.]
This is N0ARS, St. Louis County ARES. Anyone wishing to check in, please call now with just your call sign or your call sign and the words ‘short time’ if you cannot stay.

[Once you have gone through the list, see if there are any late check ins.]

This is N0ARS,  St. Louis County ARES. Does anyone else wish to check in to the net this evening?

[Pause to see if there are any replies. Acknowledge any 

 additional check ins.]

            [Call all stations back that did not indicated “short Time”.]

I will now go back to the top of the list. When I call you, please give me your name, your location, and tell me if you have any formal traffic or announcements. This evening, please also tell me <<INSERT NET QUESTION>>. All amateur radio operators are welcome to check in to the net.

[Once check ins conclude, if there is any formal message traffic, ask…]

Would anyone would like to handle any of the formal messages this evening?

[At the conclusion of the formal traffic, read the ending statement:]
I would like to thank everyone for participating in tonight’s net and for your interest in ARES. I would also like to thank the St. Louis & Suburban Radio club for their support and the use of this repeater.

This concludes this week's net of St. Louis County ARES group. I now return the repeater back to normal operation.

This is <<YOUR CALL>> for N0ARS, St. Louis County ARES, clear.

[Put the repeater back into ‘normal’ mode.]
