Repeater change net script addendum, revision 1b: April 16, 2010
(To be used if you have to make an unplanned switch to the backup repeater.)

This is N0ARS, the St. Louis County Amateur Radio Emergency Service.  We have encountered difficulties on our usual frequency, and have, therefore, moved our net to this repeater. As we have no access to this repeater’s control tones, you will need to transmit using a CTCSS tone of 141.3 Hertz.

Before we proceed, I will pause for Emergency and Priority traffic. If you have emergency or priority traffic, please call now.

[Pause  to see if there is any emergency or priority traffic.]

This is a directed net. All participation will be under the supervision of the Net Control operator.  I am <<YOUR NAME and PERSONAL CALL SIGN>>, and I am the Net Control operator for N0ARS, St. Louis County ARES this evening.


[Make sure that your backup Net Controller has made the switch.]
Calling <<BACKUP NET CONTROLLER’S CALL SIGN>>. Are you on frequency?


[If there is no answer, repeat the first paragraph to kill some time. Try contacting your backup Net Controller one more time, then proceed with the net.]
Thank you <<BACKUP NET CONTROLLER’S NAME>>. 

This is N0ARS, the St. Louis County Amateur Radio Emergency Service Net. I will now go through my check-in list to see if everyone made the transition to this frequency.
[Call each person on your check-in list. Once you reach the end of the list, return to your normal Net Controller script and pick up where you left off.]

[FINAL: Don’t forget to put the original repeater back in “normal” mode if it still responds.]
