Calling the St. Louis County ARES net; Calling the St. Louis County Amateur Radio Emergency Service net.  This is a special net to test the range and readability of the Monsanto 147.360 repeater. All amateur radio operators are welcome to participate in this test. There are no CTCSS needed to activate this repeater.
This will be a directed net. All participation will be under the supervision of the Net Control operator.  My name is <<YOUR NAME>>, my call is <<YOUR CALL>>. I will be the Net Control operator for this special net, and will be using the St. Louis County ARES call sign N0ARS.

[Call for a backup operator.]
Before we begin, I will pause for Emergency and Priority traffic. If you have emergency or priority traffic, please call now.

[Pause to see if there is any emergency or priority traffic.]

This is N0ARS, Net Control for this St. Louis County Amateur Radio Emergency Service special net. If you would like more information about St. Louis County ARES, please visit our Web site at www.stlares.org. If you are monitoring this net, you can write to us and we will send you a QSL card. Details can be found on our Web site. You will need to know the name of this event, which is simply “repeater test”, the frequency, which is 147.360 MHz, and the date and time.

I will take check-ins in just a moment. When checking in, just give me your call sign, slowly and phonetically please. If you cannot stay for the entire net, then give me your call sign and the words ‘short time’. I will acknowledge those call signs that I hear and ask for more. If I do not acknowledge your call sign, please call again. When there are no more calls I will start at the top of the list and call back each operator who did not indicate ‘short time’. All amateur radio operators are welcome to check in to the net.
This is N0ARS, St. Louis County ARES Net Control. Anyone wishing to check in, please call now with just your call sign or your call sign and the words ‘short time’ if you cannot stay. 
            [Put your backup Net Controller’s call sign at the top of your list.]

[Take check ins. Write down call signs, indicate those who 

            said ‘short time’.]
[Acknowledge everyone who checked in. Once you have gone through the list, see if there are any late check ins.]

This is N0ARS, St. Louis County ARES Net Control operator. Does anyone else wish to check in to the net this evening?

[Pause to see if there are any replies. Acknowledge any 

 additional check ins.]

I will now go back to the top of the list. When I call you, please give me your name, your location, and how well you are receiving this repeater. Give me the readability on a scale of 1 to 5, and the signal strength on a scale of 1 to 9… readability and strength only, please, no S-units, bars, or any other type of report. Readability from 1 to 5, strength from 1 to 9. 
[Call your backup operator first, then call all stations back that did not indicated “short time”.]
[At conclusion thank everyone and shut down net. Write a report and send it to the EC.]
I would like to thank everyone for participating in this special net. I would also like to thank the Monsanto Amateur Radio Association for allowing us to perform this test. I now return the repeater to normal use.
